
RDAQ 2012 STUDENT PRESENTATION SESSION

ABSTRACT REQUIREMENTS

Please ensure that you have read these guidelines before submitting your abstract for RDAQ 2012. Abstracts MUST include the following elements:

1. Title, Background, Method/Body, Results/Lessons Learnt, Conclusion, Authors and Affiliations.

2. Title: The abstract title should not be in entirely in capitals.

3. Authors: Authors' names should listed underneath the heading with the presenting author underlined. Please provide surname, then first name. 

4. Affiliation: All affiliations should contain institution, city and country. Institutional affiliations should be indicated with superscript numbers following the author name. It is also beneficial to delegates if you provide a contact email, however this is optional.

5. Abstract text:
· Only abstracts submitted in English will be reviewed. Abstracts should be thoroughly checked for spelling and grammar before submission.
· Abstracts are to be submitted in Microsoft Word format only.
· The abstract (excluding the heading) must not exceed 500 words.
· Using bullet points where possible. 
· Use size 10 Arial font or symbol font (for symbols) with single line spacing.
· Abstracts must not use printing enhancements such as fonts, italics, underlining, etc except for italics for foreign words or scientific names where necessary.

6. Biography and photo: A 150 word biography must be included below your abstract. Please also forward a high resolution jpeg self photo.

7. Abstract Review and Selection
	 Students only are eligible to submit an abstract for presentation.
	 All submitted abstracts will go through a review process using reviewers nominated by Health 	 	 	 Workforce Queensland.  

	 Abstract submitters should ensure that their abstracts provide sufficient detail so that reviewers will be able 	 to fully evaluate the author's work, research design, data, analysis, and results. 

	If your abstract is selected for presentation at the conference, the person who submits the abstract must 	be the presenter at the conference.  Co-authors may attend the session, but they may not present.  Each 	paper must be presented by one person only.

8. Abstract Acceptance & Next Steps
	 If your abstract is accepted for oral presentation, what are the next steps?
· The abstract author will be notified that their abstract has been reviewed and accepted for oral presentation.
· Accepted presenters must adhere to deadlines and guidelines.


9. If the elements above are not adhered to, your abstract may not be considered

How to write an abstract

An abstract is a short document that is intended to capture the interest of your potential audience. Thus it is a marketing document which summarises the main points of your full presentation. It needs to be well written and raise curiosity to entice the audience. 

The first rule of abstract writing is that it should engage the reader by telling them what your presentation is about and why they should attend. You must decide if your presentation will be based on a program, an experience, a research project, an activity, policy, or issue in the industry. State the relevance of your ideas to past work, to the theme of the conference, and/or to future developments.  

Your presentation does not have to be based on formal research.

Heading/Title
The title will not be included in your word count however is extremely important. It should be fairly short but able to grab the attention of the potential audience. It is often the title of an abstract that makes the reader decide if they will attend or not so it should indicate the topic of your presentation. You also should include who you are representing at the conference, and your contact details.

Background
The main focus of the first paragraph is a general statement about the issue in the industry which your presentation will address. Open with one sentence stating what the paper is about and then contextualise it with a general statement about how it connects to an issue in the industry.

Body/Method
You should state that your presentation topic relates to the situation raised in your background statement and how it relates. Briefly give details about the research methodology, program, policy, or activity and what you were/are trying to find out/assess/analyse/understand. 

Results/Lessons Learnt
In this section you should summarise your perspective/findings/experience and explain how this relates to your background statement. Briefly describe the results of your research and the findings your have drawn from them. If you are not presenting on a research project, then you should summarise here what went well, what went wrong, what should be improved.

What do your findings imply for your audience? You should convey any relevant implications for your audience and the future. You may also include recommendations for the future. 

Conclusion
Finish with a statement that sums up your presentation and will leave the audience thinking...
